Provide any additional information that may aid in the assessment of your application. (e.g. "Equipment only used between the hours of 9 AM and 2 PM" or "radios are all handheld portables").

The mode of operation that the equipment will employ. Simplex operation is the mode in which the equipment transmits and receives on the same frequency. Repeater operation is the mode where the 

equipment transmits on one frequency and receives on another.

The range of frequencies over which the equipment can be tuned (e.g. 450 MHz to 470 MHz)

Typical types of antenna are dipole, yagi, co-linear, panel or microwave dish.
