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INTRODUCTION

The ISAF Sailing World Championships is sailing's most prestigious regatta outside the Olympic Games
and isthe principal qualification regatta for the Olympic Sailing Competition .

We are welcoming 1,200 sailors and 850 boats from 80 nations to the waters off Fremantle Harbour,
making the Perth 2011 ISAF Sailing World Championships one of the largest sporting events held in
Western Australia .

The 16-day regatta will be sailed at Fremantle on courses known as Centre (Bathers Bay), Success,
Parmelia, Owen and Leighton . The Wo me n Mach Racing Event will be sailed in the Fremantle Inner
Harbour against the backdrop of a working commercial port.

The 470s can reach speeds of 14-18 knots and provide exciting racing for both sailors and spectators .
The 470 isvery responsive to body movement from the sailors, whose teamwork and tactics complement
one another .

Windsurfing has been on the Olympic programme since 1984 but the RSX was first sailed in Olympic
competition at the 2008 Olympic Games in Beijing.

The RSX is sailed by one person. It is a very physical class to sail with sailors being among the fittest
competing in the Olympic Games . RSXisfast and dynamic with racing held in most conditions from 3 & 30
knots. The me n &Galshave a yellow stripe along the front of the sail and some have yellow panels in the
top part of the sail. Thew o me ndailshave a pink stripe and pink panels .

The RSX features a high technology rig with carbon mast and boom and a 6 wi -d & y hoard that merges
modern windsurfer board design with a centreboard, which enables racing to be held in most conditions
from 3 & 30 knots.

The Laser is a one -design boat with strict class rules to ensure that all competing boats are the same.
The simplicity of the design creates exciting competition that isa pure test of sailing ability .

The Laser has been used in Olympic competition since Atlanta 1996. The Laser has the biggest fleet at
the Olympic Games and is also one of the most popular one -person dinghies in the world, with more
than 200,000 produced .

The wo me ndns-person dinghy fleet usesthe Laser Radial. The basic equipment isexactly the same
but the sail area isapproximately 20 per cent smaller than the Laser. The Laser Radial was used for the
first ime at the 2008 Olympic Games . The mainsails of the wo me n Baser Radial fleet have a red
diamond on them to distinguish them from the me n d.aser.

The Finn is a me n dose -person heavyweight dinghy designed in 1949 for the 1952 Helsinki Olympic
Games . The class has been included at every summer Olympic Games since then.

The Finn is a highly competitive class using innovative design features that allow competitors to adjust
their rig to suit their size and weight . The Finn is almost twice the weight of the Laser and has a much
bigger sail area . Itistherefore suited to bigger and heavier sailors.

The technicalities of the Finn provide tight racing with boats remaining in close proximity throughout the
races .

The 49er is a modern one -design dinghy sailed by two people . The helm and the crew both use a
trapeze and it has a large asymmetric spinnaker . The 49er isthe fastest dinghy on the programme and
its design isbased on the Australian 18 foot skiffs It was included in the Olympic Games in Sydney for the
firsttime .

The 49er isa super fast boat . High speeds and rapid acceleration provide frequent lead changes . The
boats are not easy to sail, particularly downwind in large swells with capsizes being common .

MENG6S KEELBOAT:

The International Star isa one design racing keelboat for two people . It made its debut at the 1932
Olympic Games in Los Angeles and has been used at every Olympic Games since then with the
exception of 1976.

The design, sailsand equipment of the Star are governed by stringent class rules, created to improve
competition on the basis of skilland cost control . Notably, the boats must weigh at least 671kg. The
difference between the weight of the helm and crew is specified in the class rules and is checked

before racing every day of the competition

A notable aspect of Star sailing isthe position adopted by the crew and sometimes the helmsman, who
use harnesses to hang low off the windward side of the boat with only their lower legs inside the boat .
The Star isable to generate impressive speed from the lightest winds.

WOMENGS MATCH RACI NG: EL|

In 2008 the Elliott 6m was selected to be the new Wo me n Blach Racing boat and it will make its
Olympic debut at London 2012. Designed by Greg Elliott, it isa high performance keelboat that
accelerates quickly and manoeuvres easily.

The wo me nkeelboat isthe only event to use the match racing format at the Olympic Games. In
each race two identical Elliott 6m keelboats will compete head to head, firstly in a round robin and
then a knock -out series. The fast paced, highly tactical racing in the Elliott 6m makes for exciting
competition in a wide range of wind conditions .

The Elliott 6m is sailed with three crew and the combined weight isspecified in the Notice of Race so
all three must be weighed on each day they race .

COURSES

Racing will be held on courses known as Centre (Bathers Bay), Success, Parmelia, Owen and
Leighton .

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COURSES

There are five offshore courses as well as the Inner Harbour Course where the Wo me n Kach Racing
will be held .

CENTRE COURSE

Thiscourse will be used for all the Medal Races except the Wo me n Klach Racing. Centre Course is
right next to the Challenger and Fishing boat Harbour entrances and surrounded by premium
vantage points for spectators . Itisideal for useinthe 0 Fr e mad d tesauth-west sea breeze, with
the starting line tucked up under South Mole. The course will be used only for windward -leeward
course configurations and may include a slalom for the RSX windsurfers.

HARBOUR COURSE

Located on the commercial Fremantle Harbour, 2.2 km from the Fishing Boat Harbour entrance, this
course will be restricted solely to the Wo me n Keglboat Match Racing event . Use of Harbour Course
is restricted ONLY for the times and dates set aside for the Wo me n Blatch Racing. No pre-event
training ispermitted on this course .

The maximum distance across the Harbour of only 400 metres in a south-east/north -west direction will
mean quite a number of laps for some wind directions .

COURSES

LEIGHTON COURSE

This course area is located to the north of Fremantle Harbour, about 4.5km from the Fishing Boat
Harbour entrance and close to the northern beach off Leighton . The course isnot as sheltered from
ocean swellsand has deeper water than the course areas to the south, so expect spectacular surfing
conditions when the 6 Fr e maad d teoear$its head .

Leighton Course can be used for trapezoid or windward -leeward course configurations, with
windward leg lengths up to 1.5 nautical miles. The course will be set close to shore where possible.

PARMELIA COURSE

Set to the west of Centre Course, Parmelia is about 3.5 km from the Fishing Boat Harbour entrance
and well clear of any land. It has a fairly consistent chop across the course area which increases
during the building sea breeze. If the breeze blows from the north west, which is unusual in
December, a decent swell comes through this course .

Parmelia Course can be used for trapezoid or windward -leeward course configurations with
windward leg lengths up to 1.2 nautical miles.

SUCCESS COURSE

Set to the south west, about 4.5 km from the entrance to Fishing Boat Harbour and well clear of any
land, Success Course iswell protected from the south-west sea breeze swells by the islands and reefs
to the west. It has a fairly consistent chop across the course area, which builds during the sea breeze .

Success Course can be used for trapezoid or windward -leeward course configurations with windward
leg lengths up to 1.2 nautical miles.
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COURSES

OWEN COURSE

Owen isthe most southerly course, set about 5.3 km to the south of the Fremantle Fishing Boat Harbour
entrance . The course area istucked in close to the beach between Fish Rocks to the north and
Woodman Point to the south. It is sheltered from south and west sea breeze swells by a chain of
islands and reefs to the west and Woodman Point.

Owen Course can be used for trapezoid or windward -leeward course configurations with windward
leg lengths up to 1.5 nautical miles.

ROYAL PERTH YACHT CLUB ANNEXE

Built for the Ame r i cCapdis 1986-87, the Royal Perth yacht Club Annexe on Challenger Harbour will
host several events at the Perth 2011 ISAFWorlds.

The 470 Me n Gasd Wo me n @irghies will be stored on the hard stand area near the club house. A
temporary launching ramp isbeing constructed to allow the large fleets to access the water .

The Star keelboats will remain in the water for the whole regatta, berthed overnight in Mediterranean
mooring style.

Spectators on the Northern Breakwater, or rock wall, of Challenger Harbour will have a great view of
both the 470 dinghies and the Starsas they sail out to the race courses.

WORLDS VILLAGE AND FESTIVAL

The Worlds Village in Fr e ma n Edsplenéde Park isthe centre piece for the Perth 2011 Worlds Festival
with daily activities, central stage and large screens, food stallsand attractions . The medal ceremonies
will be held in the Worlds Village following the Medal Races.

CENTRE OF THE WORLDS

The public information centre for the Perth 2011 ISAF Worlds below the View restaurant will also sell
tickets for official spectator boats and a selection of Perth 2011 apparel .

KEY POINTS OF INTEREST

CHALLENGER BOAT PARK

The Me n @rsed Wo me n RSX windsurfers will be based in the Challenger boat Park on the north side of
Bathers Bay. Located at the base of South Mole, the site is usually the car park for the Challenger
Institute of Technology . The athletes will launch their boards form the sands of Bathers Bay.

The adjoining South Mole will provide a grandstand view of the Medal Races on Centre Course, which
brings the sailing close into shore.

ENDEAVOUR BOAT PARK

The Endeavour Boat Park stands alongside the Endeavour Shed on Fremantle Fishing Boat Harbour
where the HMB Endeavour replica was built.

Usually a car park and wharf for charter boats, the Endeavour Boat Park will host the 49er skiff and Finn
dinghy events. A temporary ramp has been built to give athletes and boats easy access to the water .
Spectators on the wharf area will have a good view of the launching and retrieval of boats.

FREMANTLE HARBOUR

The largest match racing competition ever held will take place on Fr e ma n indereHadour . The large
container ships will dwarf the Elliott 6m keelboats as they compete one-on-one in the sheltered waters
‘ of the Harbour. Between race flights the athletes will change boats at the pontoons close to the
Western Australian maritime Museum and the Harbour Grandstand . For those who want to watch the
( exciting competition there isalso a grandstand for spectators on the wharf .

FREMANTLE SAILING CLUB BOAT PARK

As well as providing space for the flotilla of race management boats, Fremantle Sailing Club will be
hosting the Me n @rsd Wo me n Baser fleets.

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WATCHING THE RACING

Each day the Race Committees lay out the race courses using floating marker buoys. The race
courses are set depending on the wind direction and strength, which provides adjustment to direction
to the firstmark and length of the course respectively .

The race times for each event vary, with the shortest being the faster windsurfers who race for
approximately 30 minutes, up to the keelboats which race for about 75 minutes. Before each race,
the Race Officials will tell the sailors how many times they must go around the course before finishing
the race . Thisisusually three or four times.

The race courses will be set so that the boats must sailboth 6 u p wi and @ d o wn wi mhe first buoy
will be 6 u p wi frodh6the start line. It isimpossible to sail directly towards the wind so the boats must
zig-zag to reach the buoy. The 0 d o wn wilegsl d&re where the 470s and 49ers fly their spinnakers.
National flags are on the mainsails to easily identify the teams .

Before a race starts the boats will sail out to the Course Area to review the conditions, consider tactics
for the race start and work out the fastest route to the firstbuoy . Thiswill usually be through deciding
which side of the course isd6f avour edod

There is a five minute countdown to the race start. The boats will be trying to get into the best
possible position when the starting gun isfired.
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WATCHING THE RACING

Sailing races are controlled by the ISAF Racing Rules of Sailing. All the athletes have a detailed
knowledge of the Rules,what the various sound signals and flags mean and what they must do if they
break any of the Rules.

MNA AND Class Association media personnel (written and photographic) will be accredited in the
media category and will work from the boat parks and the Media Centre .

MNA camera operators will be able to sign up for access to media boats with photographers and the
written press.

The Opening Ceremony takes place on Friday 2 December commencing at 12.15 at Forrest Place, Perth
City. The athletes will take part in a parade through the city. The event will be attended by the ISAF
President, the Premier of Western Australia, the Lord Mayor of Perth and Perth 2011 board members .

Media attending the Opening Ceremony will be able to travel by ferry to Barrack Street, Perth, where
the athletesd parade will start.

A special train will carry athletes and other accredited persons back to Fremantle at the conclusion of
the Opening Ceremony. Full details of transport arrangements will be available in the Media Centre
ahead of the event.

PARADE OF SAIL

Following the Opening Ceremony a convoy of boats representing the history and heritage of each of
the yacht clubs will be part of a Parade of Sail that will carry the ISAFWorlds Flag down the Swan River
from Perth to Fremantle . Commencing with the 100-year-old Mercede sand ending with the beautifully
restored 9-metre Acrospire, the fleet will tell the story of sailing in Western Australia over the years.

The Flag will finally be met in the Inner Harbour by a fleet representing the 10 Olympic sailing events that
will compete at the Perth 2011 ISAFWorlds, each sailed by the current World or Olympic Champion of
the class.
