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when Blue is the right of way boat, any change of course by Blue results in
Blue having an obligation to give Yellow room to keep clear under rule 16.
This would include room to avoid the obstruction; and

if Yellow becomes overlapped with Blue, she may be entitled to room
between Blue and the obstruction and will probably become the right-of-way
boat.
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
